Having attended
Resurrection R. C. Church from 1965 to 1975 and then from 1986 to
present, I first met Millie in 2013. She would sit in the children’s room
and I would sit in the church bench just in front of the children’s room.
We would prompt each other’s attention during the Sign of Peace. We
would talk after mass each Sunday.
